Students will follow Option BA673 – Edexcel Level 2 BTEC First Certificate 

The programme is a prescriptive unit based course which is worth the equivalent of two GCSE’s and conducted within the normal timetable of a single GCSE option. As the course progresses, students will have a clear understanding of their progress as each task and unit is marked separately, allowing for review and reassessment. 

What will I study in BTEC Art and Design?

The BTEC course progressively builds on knowledge and skills developed during the course. There is no final exam but three coursework units. The units are listed below:

	2D and 3D Visual Communication

	Contextual References in Art and Design

	Working with 3D Design Briefs


Which skills will I develop?

· You will be expected to have some observational drawing skills which you will be encouraged to develop using a wide range of media.

· You will be encouraged to develop skills in both 2D (drawing, painting, printmaking) and 3D (plaster, casting, welding) media and processes. 

· You will be encouraged to be visually inventive.

· You will be able to look at and respond to the work of other artists, art movements, cultures and traditions.

· Students will be developing knowledge and skills directly relating to the Arts as well as gaining an insight into vocational Art.

As you will be assessed on your practical work you will be expected to present it effectively. You will be required to buy a sketchbook and a portfolio to keep your work in; all other equipment is provided.

Further Study and Careers?

BTEC Art and Design leads naturally on to AS and A2 Level Art and beyond that to an Art Foundation course and an Art degree in Fine Art, Graphics, Illustration, Theatre Design etc.

The course will also benefit students who would like a career where visual skill is necessary e.g printing, publishing, architecture, hairdressing and advertising.
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
