What will I study in Photography?

You will produce a series of photographs on a variety of themes and subjects. You will learn about:

	Developing and printing films

	Using cameras and photographic equipment

	Darkroom practice

	Lighting and exposure techniques

	Alternative print processes

	The digital manipulation of images


You will be encouraged to develop, refine and record ideas from a number of starting points and present a personal response. This course is designed for students who are visually creative, who are willing to critically problem solve and analyse their work and that of others. You will explore both traditional and alternative digital technology.

During the course you will investigate a range of starting points and stimuli. However, you will produce a portfolio of work that demonstrates a personal response to one starting point conducted within a maximum of 45 hours. This portfolio will be exhibited at the end of your course. 

	This coursework exhibition will account for 60% of your final result.

	The 10 hour exam accounts for 40% of your final result. You will have a period of time to plan and prepare for this exam.


As you will be assessed on your practical work you will be expected to present it effectively. Due to the excessive cost of the subject, students are asked to buy their own photographic paper at cost i.e. £25 for a box of 100. All other equipment, film, chemicals etc is provided by the school.  If this is a barrier to you taking this course, please speak to a member of staff at Options Evening. 

Further Study and Careers

GCSE Art and Design (Photography) leads naturally on to AS and A2 level Photography and beyond that to a Photography or Media Studies degree. It would also be useful for students considering a career in publishing, film and TV, advertising or printing.
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
