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Why Study Business Studies?
This course aims to give students an understanding of the dynamic nature of business activity and the way that it impacts on all of our everyday lives. It is aimed at anyone who has an interest in the day to day behaviour of both small and large business organisations, be they companies, charities or Government owned organisations. 
Key Features: 
·     This is a totally new business qualification that will encourage candidates to investigate business in their local area and the factors that affect them. 
·     It allows candidates to be assessed throughout the course, with the opportunity to re-sit modules to improve students’ overall performance.
·     Candidates will take two written examinations and a controlled coursework assessment. 
How is the course assessed?
Overview
GCSE Business Studies is a modular course, which has been designed to provide an investigative approach to business, encouraging candidates to  study their own business environment.  It provides a sound basis for candidates to progress either directly into employment or proceed to further qualifications. 
Candidates must take 3 units of assessment, 2 externally examined units and a  controlled coursework unit.
The specification covers a range of traditional business topics including: marketing, human resources, finance, production and starting your own business. For the first year it looks at these ideas from the point of small businesses and in year two moves on to cover large businesses.   
The controlled coursework assessment is an exam board set task for which you research a business scenario and then are given three hours to write up and present your findings. 
There are two tiers of assessment: Foundation (C-G) and Higher (A*-D).
Further Study
Given the nature of assessment, the course provides a sound basis for students wishing to follow a post-16 business qualification. 
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
