The above units are achieved through a series of set tasks in Joinery and Trowel Occupations. 

These include:

	Making, assembling and fitting an internal door and its fittings

	Laying bricks including work up to the level of setting corner & pillars


The course also covers key skills in Communication and Number.

What skills will I learn?

· Production of a large range of wood working joints using hand tools

· Assembly and fitting an internal door and its furniture

· Fitting skirting board, dado rails and shelves

· Finishing wood and man made boards

· Laying bricks

· Laying blocks

· Setting out, cutting, mixing materials for trowel occupations

How is the course assessed?

Students are assessed by the tutor throughout the course on practical projects and end of unit written tests.

A small folder of work is produced and assessed

Key Skills tests are computer generated and taken under normal exam conditions
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
