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What will I study in English?

In order to gain a grade in English students have to study the following:

	Prose, poetry and drama texts

	Work by a writer published before 1914

	Work by a writer published after 1914

	Poems from a range of different cultures and traditions

	A play by Shakespeare

	Non-fiction texts

	Media texts


Students will also develop their Speaking and Listening skills through presentations, discussions and drama activities.
There are two tiers of entry 

Foundation Tier awarding Grades G SYMBOL 222 \f "Symbol" C

Higher Tier awarding Grades D SYMBOL 222 \f "Symbol" A*

An alternative Certificate of Achievement will be offered to appropriate students. 

How is the Course Assessed?

Examinations

	Paper One - 30% of total marks (2 hours)

	Section A – reading of a prose passage from the English literary heritage

	Section B – two writing tasks: one to inform, explain, describe and one to explore, imagine and entertain

	

	Paper Two – 30% of total marks (2 hours)

	Section A – reading of non-fiction and media texts

	Section B – two writing tasks: one to argue, persuade, advise and one to analyse, review and comment.


Coursework 

	Speaking and Listening  - 20% of total marks

	

	Three assessed units focusing on extended individual contributions, group discussion and interaction, drama focused activities

	

	Written coursework – 20% of total marks


Two pieces which focus on reading, looking at a play by Shakespeare and poems from different cultures and traditions. **

Two pieces which focus on writing: either to explore, imagine, entertain, inform, explain, describe or to argue, persuade, advise, analyse, review, comment. 

** These two pieces can also be used for the English Literature GCSE. 

What will I study in English Literature

Pupils will study a range of literature both pre and post 1914.  This will include prose, poetry and drama. 

The tiers of entry are the same as for GCSE English.

How is the Course Assessed?

Examinations

	One paper – 70% of total marks (2½ hours)

	Section A – Prose: close reading of an extract from a set text and extended writing on the text.  Texts include ‘Of Mice and Men’ and ‘To Kill a Mockingbird’

	Section B – Drama: close reading of an extract from set text and extended writing on the text.  Texts include ‘A View from the Bridge’, ‘An Inspector Calls’ and ‘Blood Brothers’.

	Section C – Poetry: a guided response to an unseen poem.


Coursework

	Four assignments – 30% of total marks

	Two assignments looking at poetry written both before and after 1914.

	One assignment focusing on drama and one on a prose text.


At least two assignments must show evidence of ability to compare texts.  Two assignments can be ‘crossed over’ from their English GCSE coursework.
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
