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What is Environmental Science?

Environmental Science is a relevant, practically based science combining studies of physical and biological aspects of the environment with a consideration of their technological applications and economic and social interactions.  Practical work, both school based and as field study activities, will be an important element of the course. 

Why study Environmental Science?

The course provides an opportunity to study a range of issues of environmental importance and the scientific principles and concepts which underpin them. 

The emphasis of the course is on a scientific approach to the study of the environment, to provide the knowledge and understanding to enable an informed judgement to be made on matters of actual or potential environmental conflict. 

The course should stimulate the development, curiosity, interest and enjoyment in Environmental Science at the highest levels and will provide a firm foundation for AS/A2 level study in Environmental Studies.
