Geology provides an essential contribution to an understanding and appreciation of the Earth.  It examines the form and structure of the Earth and the development of life on Earth. It introduces the concept of the vastness of geological time which, together with the study of rocks and fossils, leads to a deeper understanding of the origin of the planet and the significance of life on Earth.

The study of natural phenomena, such as earthquakes and volcanoes, and of scenery evolving under the influence of geological forces, encourages a deep appreciation of the natural world. 

Practical work, both school based and as field study activities, will be an important element of the course.  

Why study Geology?

The course should stimulate the development, curiosity, interest and enjoyment in Geology at the highest levels and will provide a firm foundation for AS/A2 level study in Geology.
