
	


What will I study in Graphic Products?

This is a two year GCSE course in which students will develop their drawing, presentation and modelling skills through a series of set tasks and projects.  The course is based on the principle of modelling and within this students will be expected to produce a model or prototype as part of their project work.  

As well as developing their graphical ability and understanding they will also have to consider the ways in which graphics are used commercially and study techniques and processes that are available to industry.

The course also includes Computer Aided Design and Manufacture (CAD/CAM).

	One examination paper will be based around a 'design context' and students will be given a Preparation Sheet two months before the examination day to provide information on this 'design context'.
