Dear Parent/Carer,
Year 7 Residential to Lea Green

I am pleased to confirm that your son/daughter has a place on the residential trip to the Derbyshire County Council Outdoor Education Centre at Lea Green from Monday 19 April–Wednesday 21 April 2010.

Your son/daughter has been issued with a payment card indicating payments made to date.  Please ensure the total amount due of £120 is paid in full by Friday 26 March 2010.  Regular payments may be made as often as you wish and should be taken to student reception and not given to your son’s/daughter’s tutor.

The trip was significantly oversubscribed and Lea Green has made extra accommodation available to us at their annex ‘The Wharf Shed’, increasing numbers to 102 students and 10 staff.  Consequently, a small number of students and staff will be accommodated separately there.  They will be transported by minibus each evening to the Wharf Shed and back to Lea Green first thing in the morning.  All meals will be eaten at Lea Green. 

I attach an additional consent form which Lea Green requires you to complete and a kit list (on the reverse of this letter).  Please complete, sign and return the consent form to Student Reception before Friday 26 March 2010.  No specialist equipment is required, but please bear in mind that April can be a little cold and wet, so a fleece top/jacket, a waterproof jacket (available from Lea Green if required) and training shoes/boots are essential!  Frankly this is the opportunity to get the best out of old clothes – they will get very wet and muddy!

Mrs Bradshaw will make every effort to place students in friendship groups within dormitories and activity groups, as well as ensuring students who do not get on work apart.  We also like to mix and match a little as students will be moving into option and set groups in Year 8, so this is an excellent opportunity to widen friendship groups. 

Lea Green will cater for all variations of food allergies as long as they are noted on the consent form.  We do not encourage students to take mobile phones, reception is variable at best, but they are not forbidden.  The school, however, cannot take responsibility for any damage or loss to mobiles, or indeed, any other electronic equipment such as iPods and digital cameras.
Given the short duration and location of this trip, we do not propose to have a parents evening, but please feel free to contact Mrs Bradshaw about any friendship, rooming or group concerns you might have.  Contact myself with any queries about the trip administration.

Current departure time is expected to be 9.00am on the Monday 19 April 2010, returning at 5.30pm on Wednesday 21 April 2010.  All details will be confirmed in writing before we break up for Easter.
