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The Mathematics course at Heanor Gate Science College encourages candidates to experience mathematics as a meaningful, stimulating and worthwhile activity which is relevant to many situations in real life and to other areas of study.  It has a calculator assessment and a non-calculator assessment.  There is no coursework in this course.

Section A – Non-calculator (1 hour)

Section B – Calculator (1 hour)
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This course is targeted at 14 to 16 year old students who are working at a level below that required for GCSE Grade G.  

The course will be started at the beginning of Year 11, for pupils, who have struggled with the demands of the Foundation Tier GCSE course in Year 10.

To allow small steps of achievement to be recognised, entry level is divided into three sub-levels: entry 1, entry 2 and entry 3.  

The assessment consists of 50% classwork and 50% externally set tests, all of which are completed during normal Mathematics lessons. 

The course runs along side the GCSE foundation course and it is expected that all candidates following the Entry Level course will also be entered for GCSE.
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
