	Section A – Thinking about the Media: Investigating  

This section will investigate the candidates’ knowledge and understanding of the set topic.

	Section B – Thinking about the Media: Planning
This section will test the candidates’ creative thinking about the set topic.

	The initial thirty minutes of the exam are spent reading the question paper and making notes on the audio-visual materials.

	The focus for the exam in 2011 will be Music, focussing on Music Video and Fan Websites.


Controlled Assessment: 60% of mark
