How is the course assessed?
There are 2 levels of entry  Foundation = C-G     Higher  D- A* 

You can be entered for either Foundation or Higher in each skill, but not both.

Written  Tasks (30% of the marks )
You will be required to do two pieces of controlled written assessment 

The tasks will be marked by the examination board. You must complete all work independently. You will have access to dictionaries while writing up your final version under supervision.

Speaking Examination (30% of the marks) you will complete two controlled assessment tasks. Both tasks will be in the form of a dialogue. The tasks will be marked by your teacher and submitted to AQA for moderation.

There will be a Reading  Examination (20% of the marks) and a Listening   Examination (20% of the marks) at the end of the course

Why should I study a language at G.C.S.E.?
Having a G.C.S.E. in a Modern Foreign Language opens up a world of possibilities for your future. Many employers, colleges and universities regard a G.C.S.E. in French German or Spanish as highly desirable.  

You never know when having a G.C.S.E. in French, German or Spanish will prove useful. Many students find that their employers offer them opportunities to work abroad to further their careers.

Students who study GCSE French, German or Spanish will be well prepared to use their language for practical communication abroad.
What can I do with my G.C.S.E. in French German or Spanish?
Many university courses offer students with a G.C.S.E. in French, German or Spanish, the opportunity to live abroad for a period of their course, even if it is not a Modern Languages course.

As a member of the European Community, this country needs people who speak other languages and who are willing to use them both here and abroad. Indeed, the average salary of someone who speaks a foreign language is 20% higher than someone who doesn’t, showing quite how valued these skills are. 

As the world shrinks, due to better travel facilities and improved ICT, tourism, marketing, media , journalism, banking, business and engineering are just a few of the fields which need people who can speak another language. 

Finally, not only are France and Spain close neighbours to Britain and popular holiday destinations, French, German and Spanish are spoken in many other parts of the world too.
