terms of training opportunities.  We have enthusiastic teachers keen to offer adult courses in 

subjects like photography.  There are plans to develop conference and hospitality packages 
for local businesses. 

Heanor also has a wealth of history and, through research based topics such as ‘Project 

Heanor’, we hope to involve a wide range of local people in working with youngsters to share 

their experiences.  With the introduction of more vocational learning opportunities, we need 
local support for work placements in areas such as ICT, construction and science.
