
	


Why study Religious Studies?

A GCSE in Ethical Studies will enable you to gain a qualification in a subject you will have been studying for most of your school life and build on the foundation that this study has provided.  Depending on which areas of the subject you choose, you will discover how the beliefs of religions affect the ways in which believers make decisions about moral issues and lead their lives.  This course is a compulsory course for all students at GCSE.
This course is also an excellent basis for moving on to an AS or Advanced GCE in the Philosophy and Ethics areas of Religious Studies. 

What will I study?
You will study two units, each containing three topics.  You will study at least two topics from each unit from a Buddhist, Christian, Hindu, Muslim, Jewish or Sikh point of view.  As yet the final combination of units has not been decided.

You will learn the following skills:

· How to communicate and apply your knowledge and understanding;

· How to describe and analyse the key features of the religions studied;

· Critical thinking and problem solving
How is the Course Assessed?

There will be a one hour examination on each of the four units.  Candidates will have to answer two five part questions for each examination.  You will take one unit in  Year 10 and one unit in Year 11.  Examination sessions will be in January and June. 

Each paper covers the full range of grades G – A*.  It will be possible to re-sit units in order to improve upon marks.
