What is Applied Science?

This course is designed to give students an understanding of Science, its use in the work place and how it is used to benefit society
Students will Study Applied Science for 5 periods a week leading to the award of:

(AQA) GCSE Applied Science: Double Award
(2 GCSE grades)

Who is the course suitable for?

Students who have some ability in Science but can struggle with examinations often benefit from this course.  It does, however, require the student to have a history of excellent attendance and a positive attitude to their studies. It is not suitable for those wishing to study Biology, Chemistry or Physics at A level.
