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SCIENCE ROUTE THREE – ‘CORE’ SCIENCE

What will I study in Core Science? 

This course offers an experience of all areas of Science.  It is designed to give students a broad, understanding of Biology, Chemistry and Physics. It can lead to a GCSE award outright but will normally be used as part of the assessment towards the Year 11 Science qualifications. 

Students will study Core Science for 5 periods a week.  This will lead, by the end of Year 11 to the award of 2 GCSE’s in Science subjects that MAY include:

Science

Additional Science 

Biology

Chemistry

Physics

Due to the variable nature of the Year 11 courses this option is not suitable for those wishing to study all three of Biology, Chemistry and Physics at A Level. 
How is the Course Assessed?

Module Tests

These are 30 minute exams taken in November, March and June on dates specified by the Examination Board.  The tests are worth a significant amount of the final GCSE’s.

Coursework

Throughout the course students will gather experimental data and then sit externally set tests on their data on a day chosen by the School. 

Year 11 Options

These include all of the above and also include a 45 minutes exams sat in the January and June of Year 11.  There are two levels of Assessment and students will be entered for one level only.
