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SCIENCE ROUTE TWO – ‘TRIPLE’ SCIENCE

Students who were particularly interested in Science should be thinking about this course. 

This course leads, by the end of Year 11, to the award of: 
GCSE Biology/Chemistry/Physics
(3 GCSE grades)

Separate Science at Heanor Gate is the AQA Modular course.  The course consists of nine modules, three per subject.  Students on this route study Separate Science for 71/2 periods each week.  This along with fast track, is the only choice that definitely allows students to study all three of Biology, Chemistry & Physics at A Level.

How is the Course Assessed?

Module Examinations
Worth 75% of each GCSE, 25% each.

These will be taken in June of each year. Each subject has 2 papers of 45 marks each.

Coursework
Worth 25% of each GCSE

Throughout the course students will gather experimental data and then sit externally set tests on their data on a day chosen by the School.

There are two levels of assessment, but we expect students will be entered for Higher ‘Tier’ only.
