· How do you sleep on the shuttle? 
· How do you eat or drink? 
· How do you go to the toilet? 
· What exercise do you have to do? 
· What is it like moving around the shuttle?

3) Landing on the moon: 
· Facts about the moon. 
· What was it like when you landed on the moon?
4) Information on the two planets you have selected to visit: 

· Facts about the two planets. 

· What was the planet like when you landed?

5) Landing back on Earth.

Add pictures and illustrations to your diary. You will find information in library books and encyclopaedias. If you can get internet access try the following websites:
