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What will I study in Textiles Technology?

This is a two-year GCSE course, which is concerned with the activity of designing and making delivered through fabric, textiles and other non-resistant materials. Students will be expected to develop a folder of work to show how they have analysed, researched and developed design solutions and then manufactured a practical outcome.  They will also be expected to study and consider industrial practices and to include in their folder how the items they have manufactured could be produced industrially.
