Dear Parent/Carer

As you will probably be aware, since returning to school after the Christmas break we have set about improving the standard of uniform worn. I would very much like to thank all those parents who have responded so positively in supporting the reinforcing of the school’s dress code.

It is most noticeable that just about all of our students have correct uniform but unfortunately it is often the way uniform is worn (or not worn at all) that is the problem for some. This is an issue we have been addressing along with some inappropriate clothing that does not fulfil the uniform requirements.

I would like to stress that in no way have we changed our school uniform or dress code policy. Please refer to the website or the front of the student planner if you are unsure as to what the uniform code is.  I do feel the need, however, to clarify our position on certain items:

· Girl’s trousers – these should be smart in appearance and tailored. Skin tight, hipster style trousers are not acceptable.

· Outdoor coats – these should be plain in style and be suitable for the weather conditions. ‘Hoodies’ are not to be worn under blazers.

· Footwear – please note that black shoes should be worn and not boots, trainers or plimsolls. These rules will obviously be relaxed to allow boots to be worn in snowy conditions.  The school website will be used to let parents know when this is the case.

· Jewellery – students may wear one pair of earrings (no larger than a five pence), one ring and a watch. Bangles should not be worn and facial piercing, of any kind is unacceptable.

Changes to the School Uniform – September 2012
I would like to draw to your attention that we will be changing the school ties students are currently wearing. In September all present ties will be replaced by a clip–on style tie. New students joining the school will be required to buy their own, but for those students already on roll we will swap their old tie for a new one free of charge.

I wanted to draw this to your attention so that if you are thinking of buying new shirts/blouses then you will be aware that the top button will need to be fastened and so buy accordingly.
Once again, may I thank you for your continued help and support.
